Roll Call	

Mayor Buckley opened the meeting and City Clerk Carly West commenced with the roll call.  A quorum of the Board was present.

After the awards presentation, the Board members recessed to the Aldermanic Conference room for the remainder of the meeting.

Public Hearing – Annual Tax Rate

Mayor Buckley opened the public hearing to consider the 2014 tax rate.  There were present no members of the public who wished to address the Board, so the public hearing was closed.

Approval of Minutes

Mayor Buckley introduced the minutes of the September 9, 2014 Regular Session and opened the floor for discussion.  There being no discussion, Alderman Travaglini made a motion to accept the minutes. Alderwoman Gorman seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

Hear Citizens

Dee Weicher of 5322 Kenrick View Drive approached the Board and requested an update on the water shut-off situation she brought before the Board at a previous meeting.  Director Greever explained that the City was working with Missouri American Water to determine exactly what happened and where the communication breakdown occurred.  He stated that the City would make sure to stay in contact with Ms. Weicher through the process to make sure she was aware of any progress.

Ms. Weicher also expressed concerns that the fountain in the lake near her home had been turned off and asked if anything was being done about the algae overgrowth in the lake.  Mayor Buckley explained that she had been working to find out who exactly owned the lake and who was responsible for its maintenance.  She stated that she had met with some of the Board members of the various condo associations and subdivisions surrounding the lake, and thanked Ms. Weicher for letting her know that the fountain had been turned off, as that was new information to her.

Ordinances

(Bill No. 2794)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2794, a bill amending the Director of Administration position, and asked if there was any discussion.  There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Travaglini, seconded by Alderman Scherer, and unanimously passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only for the first time.  

(Bill No. 2795)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2795, a bill creating the Finance Director position in the Shrewsbury Code, and asked if there was any discussion.  Alderman Kauffmann asked that an addition be made to section (F) that clarifies that the Director of Finance may not accept outside employment without the consent of the Board of Aldermen, in addition to the Mayor.  Mayor Buckley pointed out that those conditions were stated in other sections related to appointment to office and removal from office, but Alderman Kauffmann stated that he also wanted it included in the section about the position being full time.  Alderman Travaglini clarified that Alderman Kauffmann was only asking for this addition to be made in the job description of the Director of Finance and not the Director of Administration, which Alderman Kauffmann confirmed.  There being no objections to the change, and there being no further discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Kauffmann, seconded by Alderman Travaglini, and unanimously passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only for the first time with the changes suggested by Alderman Kauffmann.  

(Bill No. 2796)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2796, a bill approving the 2014 tax rate, and asked if there was any discussion.  There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Travaglini, seconded by Alderman Scherer, and unanimously passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only for the first time.  Mayor Buckley opened the floor for discussion.  There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Travaglini, seconded by Alderman Scherer, and unanimously passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only for the second time.  Mayor Buckley opened the floor for final discussion. There being no discussion, Alderman Travaglini made a motion that Bill No. 2796 be adopted to become Ordinance No. 2783.   Alderman Kopff seconded the motion and upon roll call, the following vote was recorded:  Alderman Kauffmann, “Aye”; Alderman Travaglini, “Aye”; Alderwoman Gorman, “Aye”; Alderman Scherer, “Aye”; and Alderman Kopff, “Aye”.

There being a majority of votes in favor, the Mayor declared the motion passed and that Bill No. 2796 was adopted as Ordinance No. 2783.

Discussion

Mayor Buckley stated that an ordinance creating and outlining the position of Assistant Fire Chief had been included in the packet, but would not be up for consideration until the Board had some time to review it.  She explained that it had been in the budget for the previous year but had not been filled, and they would be looking to fill the position soon.

Mayor Buckley updated the Board on the progress that had been made with the budget and noted that the first budget meeting would be held on October 14th following the Regular session.  A motion was made by Alderman Travaglini to move the Regular session from the usual 7pm time to 6pm and have the budget work session immediately following.  Alderwoman Gorman seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

New Business

Alderman Travaglini stated that he had spoken with John Saracino, one of the St. Louis County Police Commissioners, and had learned that the Shrewsbury Police Department had received extremely high marks in the County PD’s review.

Alderman Kopff referred back to Ms. Weicher’s concerns earlier in the meeting, and stated that he felt it would be in the City’s best interest to obtain a title letter and find out who the owners of the lake actually were.  Alderman Travaglini explained the concept of a Letter Report which would show who the owners were, and would also show if there were any liens against the property.  The Board generally agreed that it would be good to have that information on file for future reference.

Alderman Kopff stated that the City of Brentwood provided information for their residents on how to have their leaves picked up, and he would like for Shrewsbury to also look into this.  Street Superintendent Tony Wagner pointed out that there was an ordinance that prohibited residents from raking leaves into the street, and that care would have to be taken to ensure this did not happen.  

Old Business

Mayor Buckley reminded the Board that the St. Louis County Municipal League would be meeting the following Thursday at 7:30pm.

Closed Session

Alderman Travaglini made a motion to enter into a closed session pursuant to RSMo 610.021 (12).  Alderman Kauffmann seconded the motion and upon roll call, the following vote was recorded:  Alderman Kauffmann, “Aye”; Alderman Travaglini, “Aye”; Alderwoman Gorman, “Aye”; Alderman Scherer, “Aye”; and Alderman Kopff, “Aye.”
