Roll Call

Mayor Buckley opened the meeting and City Clerk West commenced with the roll call. A quorum of the
Board was present.

Approval of Minutes

Mayor Buckley introduced the minutes for the August 27, 2013 work session and opened the floor for
discussion. There being no discussion, Alderman Travaglini made a motion to approve the minutes.
Alderwoman Gorman seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

Bills

Mayor Buckley introduced the bills submitted for payment, quickly reviewed each, and asked if there was any
discussion. There being no discussion, Alderwoman Gorman made a motion to approve the bills submitted
for payment. Alderman I<opff seconded the motion and they were unanimously approved.

Hear Citizens

Margaret Smith of 7333 Sutherland approached the podium and stated that her husband had fallen and been
attended to by the Shrewsbury paramedics. She stated that they had done a wonderful job taking care of him,
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and that she appreciated having such excellent services available. She also thanked Tony Wagner for the
work that he does in the community. She stated that she was very grateful to live in Shrewsbury.

Underwriter Bid Presentation

Mark Grimm of Gilmore & Bell P.C. approached the podium to give the Board a brief explanation of the
process of implementing the Tax Increment Financing. Mr. Grimm stated that under the redevelopment
agreement, the developer finances the project under the assumption that he will have the right to receive TIF
tevenue to reimburse some of the costs, and the City has an obligation to meet with only the TIF revenue.
He stated that the City could elect to re-finance later if it were financially advantageous. Mr. Grimm stated
that if that were the case, the City would need to undergo an RFP process to obtain underwriter services. He
stated that at this time, the Board was only being asked to approve an ordinance approving the issuance of
the initial TIF notes, and that the RFP process for underwriter services would happen later down the road.

Liquor License

Mayor Buckley stated that there was an application for the sale of all kinds of liquor by the drink, Sundays
included, submitted by the new owner of Shrewsbury Lanes. She asked if there was any discussion, and there
being none, Alderman Kopff made a motion to approve the application. Alderman Steingruby seconded the
motion, and it passed unanimously.

Ordinances
(Bill No. 2743)

Mayor Buckley re-introduced Bill No. 2743, a bill establishing a landscaping ordinance. ‘The Mayor opened
the floor for discussion. There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Travaglini, seconded
by Alderwoman Gorman, and passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General
Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only the second and final time. Mayor Buckley
opened the floor for final discussion. There being no discussion, Alderman Kopff made a motion that Bill
No. 2743 be adopted to become Ordinance No. 2733.  Alderwoman Gorman seconded the motion and
upon roll call, the following vote was recorded: Alderman IKauffmann, “Aye”; Alderman Travaglini, “Aye”;
Alderwoman Gorman, “Aye”; Alderman Kopff, “Aye”; Alderman Steingruby, “Aye”.

There being a majority of votes in favor, the Mayor declared the motion passed and that Bill No. 2743 was
adopted as Ordinance No. 2733.

(Bill No. 2744)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2744, a bill authorizing the issuance of tax increment revenue notes to
provide funds to finance certain redevelopment project costs. The Mayor opened the floor for discussion.
There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Travaglini, seconded by Alderwoman Gorman,
and, with Alderman Kauffmann abstaining from the vote, passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as
approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only the first time. The
Mayor opened the floor for discussion. There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderman
Travaglini, seconded by Alderwoman Gorman, and, with Alderman Kauffmann abstaining from the vote,
passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to
read the Bill by Title only the second and final time. Mayor Buckley opened the floor for final discussion.
There being no discussion, Alderman Travaglini made a motion that Bill No. 2744 be adopted to become
Ordinance No. 2734, Alderwoman Gorman seconded the motion and upon roll call, the following vote was
recorded:  Alderman Kauffmann, “Abstain”; Alderman Travaglini, “Aye”; Alderwoman Gorman, “Aye”;
Alderman Kopff, “Aye”; Alderman Steingruby, “Aye”.
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There being a majority of votes in favor, the Mayor declared the motion passed and that Bill No. 2744 was
adopted as Ordinance No. 2734.

(Bill No. 2745)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2745, a bill authorizing the Mayor to enter into a contract with Gilmore &
Bell, P.C. for the provision of bond counsel services relating to the redevelopment of Kenrick Plaza. The
Mayor opened the floor for discussion. There being no discussion, a motion was made by Alderwoman
Gorman, seconded by Alderman Kopff, and, with Alderman Kauffmann abstaining from the vote, passed in
accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, to read the
Bill by Title only the first time. The Mayor opened the floor for discussion. There being no discussion, a
motion was made by Alderwoman Gorman, seconded by Alderman Kopff, and, with Alderman Kauffmann
abstaining from the vote, passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of
the State of Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only the second and final time. Mayor Buckley opened the
floor for final discussion. There being no discussion, Alderwoman Gorman made a motion that Bill No.
2745 be adopted to become Ordinance No. 2735, Alderman Steingruby seconded the motion and upon roll
call, the following vote was recorded: Alderman Kauffmann, “Abstain”; Alderman Travaglini, TAye;
Alderwoman Gorman, “Aye”; Alderman Kopff, “Aye”; Alderman Steingruby, “Aye”.

There being a majority of votes in favor, the Mayor declared the motion passed and that Bill No. 2745 was
adopted as Ordinance No. 2735.

(Bill No. 2746)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2746, a bill authorizing the Mayor to enter into a contract with Mary
White for the provision of building inspection and plan review services relating to the redevelopment of
Kenrick Plaza. The Mayor opened the floor for discussion. There being no discussion, a motion was made
by Alderman Kopff, seconded by Alderwoman Gorman, and, with Alderman Kauffmann abstaining from the
vote, passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of
Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only the first time.

(Bill No. 2747)

Mayor Buckley introduced Bill No. 2747, a bill authorizing the Mayor to enter into a contract with Assured
Construction Compliance, L.L.C. for the provision of plan review services relating to the redevelopment of
Kenrick Plaza. The Mayor opened the floor for discussion. There being no discussion, a motion was made
by Alderman Kopff, seconded by Alderman Steingruby, and, with Alderman Kauffmann abstaining from the
vote, passed in accordance with Section 79.130 as approved by the General Assembly of the State of
Missouri, to read the Bill by Title only the first time.

Department Head Reports

Street Superintendent Tony Wagner presented his written report.

Director of Parks and Recreation Chris Buck addressed the Board and stated that preparation was underway
for the upcoming Fall Festival and Centennial Parade. He stated that the fire pit had been completed and
would be in use during the Fall Festival. Mr. Buck concluded by reporting that the pool had closed and that
the season-ending Paw Party had been a success with 120 dogs in attendance, and that they were considering
limiting the number in the future due to how crowded the event had been.
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Police Chief Jeff Keller presented his written report and noted that the Local Law Enforcement Block Grant
application had been submitted, and that his department was hoping to receive the grant for the purchase of
some tactical body armor in the amount of over $9,000. Chief Keller also reported that the Police
Department had been awarded a $1000 grant from St. Louis University and the U.S. Department of Justice
for a Leadership Program which Lt. Lisa Vargas would be attending.

Finance Director Danielle Oettle presented her written report and stated that she was well into the budget
process, and that after the upcoming department meetings occurred, she would be presenting the Board with

a first draft of the budget.

Fire Chief Bill Fox presented his written report. Mayor Buckley asked if the CERT team would be present at
the Fall Festival and parade to help out, and he answered that they would.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Buckley reiterated that the Fall Festival and Centennial Parade would be happening September 21, and
that she looked forward to the community participating in the event.
